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BACKGROUND

It is critical to communicate purposeful direction.
Without clear vision or guidance, people become
unfocused and confused. (Proverbs 29:18)

Influential leaders are great communicators; their ability to clearly articulate their vision and values is
essential for managing processes and organizations. According to a Gallup study, only 22% of employees
strongly agree that their company's leaders have a clear direction for their organization. While 78% of
leaders feel communications are clear and engaging, only 51% of employees agree. The disparity
between perception and reality highlights the importance for leaders to develop and effectively share
direction with their teams to inspire and guide their organizations effectively.
